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QUARLES BLACK ENGINEER OF THE YEAR AWARD

Darrell Quarles of the Program Executive Office for Simulation, Training and Instrumentation's (PEO STRI) Threat Systems Management Office (TSMO) of the Project Manager for Instrumentation, Targets and Threat Simulators (PM ITTS) received national recognition as “Black Engineer of the Year" in the category of “Most Promising Engineer in Government.” Darrell received the award at the 17th annual Black Engineer of the Year Awards Conference Hosted by US Black Engineer & Information Technology magazine, the Council of Engineering Deans of the Historically Black Colleges and Universities, and Lockheed Martin Corporation.  The conference, held at the Baltimore Convention Center in Baltimore, MD, February 13-15, 2003, was attended by 10,000 participants and 100 corporate exhibitors, and was supported by all of the accredited historically Black college and university engineering programs in the U.S.  

Mr. Quarles was selected to receive this honor by the Black Engineer of the Year Selection Panel comprised of representatives of several major companies and the U.S. Government.  Darrell was nominated for the Black Engineer of the Year Award by the Simulation, Training and Instrumentation Command (the predecessor organization to PEO STRI) in a nomination package containing letters of recommendation from BG Seay and former employers.  The package also contained the nomination justification, biography, resume, job description and community service activities.
